 4.  ORIGINAL + 1 PHOTOCOPY : Passport (copy of the pages with identity) 

 5.  Pre-inscription or inscription in a French university or school except if you 
hold a scholarship of the French Government 

 6.  1 PHOTOCOPY of the last diploma, « baccalauréat » or its equivalent, 
school letter…. 

 7.  1 PHOTOCOPY : proof of income : for the holders of a scholarship, 
certificate with the amount of the scholarship and its duration. For other 
students a monthly minimum of 430 € (bank statement of an account open in 
a bank in France or a letter of support of a sponsor with the supporting
